1b. Ensure they are the legs that have the pre-drilled holes
in the front of them.

lc. Line up the screw and the hole and turn clockwise
until the leg is firm.

@ 2q. Ensure that the pre-drilled holes are facing the

front.
2b. Do not overtighten.
2c. Repeat for opposite side.

3a. Locating the pre-drilled holes in the front upper leg, line
up the footrest with the holes.

‘ 4q. Insert supplied bolts and tighten with a Phillips
@ Head screwdriver (not supplied).
4b. Do not overtighten the bolfs.
